* Notification of acceptance into the Institute

*  MICUA subcommittee of 3 members (members from institutions submitting applications will
need to recuse themselves)

Evaluation Criteria:
* Leadership potential
¢ Active participation in the profession
o Committee work (local, regional, national)
o Publication (journals, blogs, etc)
o Presentations (local, regional, national)

* Financial need

* February 23 — Scholarship application documents due
* April 20 — Notification of Institute acceptance due

* May 18 — Candidates notified of actions on scholarship applications
